MÁS PROFUNDO DE LA ESCRITURA (Gospel Meditation) 
2º Domingo de Adviento 

En este Segundo Domingo de Adviento, Juan Bautista prepara el 
camino del Señor. Juan empezó a recorrer toda la región del río 
Jordán, predicando un bautismo de conversión, para obtener el 
perdón de los pecados. Esto ya estaba escrito en el libro del 
profeta Isaías: “Oigan ese grito en el desierto: Preparen el camino 
del Señor, enderecen sus senderos. Las quebradas serán 
rellenadas y los montes y cerros allanados. Lo torcido será 
enderezado, y serán suavizadas las asperezas de los caminos. 
Todo mortal entonces verá la salvación de Dios” (Lucas 3:3-6). El 
mensaje esta hecho como anillo al dedo para nuestra época, no 
está pasado de moda. ¿Cómo estás preparándote en este tiempo 
para recibir al Señor en tu hogar? 
 
De seguro hay mucho que enderezar después de esta pandemia 
que hemos vivido. Montañas existentes de incomprensión e 
inseguridad que hay que allanar y hacer planas. Enderezar el 
camino jorobado de nuestra vida que llevamos a cuestas. ¿Cómo 
hacerlo? ¿En qué estoy fallando en mi familia y en la sociedad?
