LITURGY OF THE WORD —PART 1
The word of God is living and active —not dead. He is speaking to us today.

The First Reading —normally from the Old Testament, except during Easter Season when the reading is from
the Acts of the Apostles.

Responsorial Psalm— we respond to God's Word by way of the Psalms, “the Songbook of the Bible.”

The Second Reading —usually from the letters of St. Paul.

Alleluia means “Praise the Lord” —We stand because the Gospel is to be read, showing respect for Christ's
Presence in the Gospel.
