Have you noticed a few changes at the

9:00AM Sunday Mass?
With the Eucharistic Revival in full gear, we are being called to
renew our love and reverence for Jesus’ presence in the
Eucharist. We have implemented a few changes in the 9:00AM
Mass to help focus our attention on this. One such change is
the use of incense. The smoke of incense is symbolic of
sanctification and purification. It also symbolizes the prayers of
the faithful. It is an outward sign of spiritual realities. When we
see incense at Mass, it reminds us of heaven; indeed, it should
remind us that our worship of God in the Christian liturgy is
divine in origin. Incense also reminds us to that our prayer rises
to God like the smoke from the censer, purifying our worship of
Him, and allowing the Holy Spirit to work in us and make us
holy.
