COLUMBARIUM EXPANSION 
The Columbarium Committee has been planning an expansion. 
In researching the funds needed, it became known that costs 
have doubled since we built the columbarium in 2007. The 
$2,900 cost for a niche (holds two cremated remains) has been 
unchanged for all those years, but that cost will now have to 
increase to $3,900 effective July 1, 2023, in order to fund the 
expansion. If you have been contemplating buying a niche in 
our columbarium, we suggest you do it in the month of June to 
save yourself some money. 
 

A three year (36 month) time payment plan is available. Please 
contact Paula at the Parish Office to obtain more info, to 
purchase a niche, or to begin a time payment plan.
